Lt. Tommy Halfen, Public Safety Coalition

AM – Leading From The Front, Audrey Rigsbee


Leadership begins with you.  The number one responsibility of a leader has to be in their self-discipline and personal growth.  If you cannot lead yourself, you cannot lead others.  Basically, you cannot take others further than you have taken yourself, nor lead the way.  You must be willing to look at yourself from within and without and be honest with yourself.  





PM – Dealing With Difficult Employee Behaviors/Building Commitment, GMS


This course will enable participants to effectively deal with difficult employees.  Participants will learn practical and effective strategies for managing and working with disagreeable, disruptive and uncooperative employees.  The second half of this course will help managers and supervisors take the appropriate steps to build commitment in their organizations. Participants will learn to reach a decision independently, solicit employee participation or delegate.





Grant Writing 101 (B-AM) - Suzanne Luker


This course is designed to give staff from all fields the basic foundation for submitting proposals and requesting grant funding for their projects.





Linking Child Abuse to Juvenile Delinquency (B-PM) -Suzanne Luker

Whether you are serving the internal or external customer in person or on the telephone, the more positive the interaction, the more positive the perception is of you and your agency.  This course is designed to assist all employees in recognizing and improving their impact on the customer.





Juggling Work and Home (D-PM) - GMS


We often spend more hours at our office than in our own homes; and even in our homes, work often infiltrates our family life.  This course is designed to help employees create appropriate boundaries between their jobs and their home lives, and manage both productively.





Mental Health 101 (E-AM)  - Mental Health trainer TBA


This course is designed to give participants a basic overview of the mental health issues that are frequently seen in the juvenile population we serve.  An overview of the psychological evaluation and its purpose will be discussed, as well as various therapeutic interventions and medications.

Social History Development (E-PM) - Mental Health trainer TBA


This course is designed to teach participants tools and skills for effective interviewing techniques of children and adolescents for the purpose of objective information gathering to development solid, informative case histories.





Budgeting/Preventing Identity Theft (F-AM) - HSECU


This course is designed to teach basic budgeting that anyone can use, whether on the job or in your home.  It will also discuss identity theft, one of most widespread and insidious crimes in our society, and ways to prevent it.





Excel Skill Building (F-PM) - Mary Ellen Thrift and Janice Mann


You asked for it!  This hands-on workshop will explore Excel and help participants develop those skills to create more complex documents, spreadsheets, etc.





The Bodega Model (G-AM) - Christine Toner, Family Justice


This workshop focuses on methods to engage youth under justice supervision and their families in identifying and tapping their strengths to address community supervision.  The Bodega Model enhances youth and family engagement in the community supervision process.  The model also supports strengthening collaboration among community organizations implementing local programs and child welfare and other state and local social service and juvenile justice agencies.

Understanding the concept of “people differences” is critical to successful interaction in the workplace.  This workshop allows for open discussion about individual feelings toward “people difference”.  Training/Learning Objectives:  Describe how to link understanding people differences to business goals; identify strategies to increase your understanding of all people and their differences, and how it impacts you personally; and acknowledge that change begins with you.





Evidence Based Practices (H-AM) - Michael Dennis


Summary of clinical methods used in two on the most common evidence-based practices of treatment for adolescents with alcohol and drug addictions/involvement.

How do you make an impact on a teenager who is not only in love, but so consumed with the “forbidden love” of someone they either cannot have or are forbidden to be with.  This course will look at how adolescents view love, how such a con summing emotion impedes their everyday decision-making processes.

Teamwork – What’s In It For Me?





Julia Hepworth, Broome County Dept. of Social Services

Or maybe your community has committed to a multi-disciplinary team but you are skeptical about working with another agency.  This informative and humorous presentation will take a look at different types of real life teams from sports to reality television, why they work or why they don’t work. Julia Hepworth:   Julia Hepworth is currently a supervisor of a Child Protective Services unit for the Broome County, NY Department of Social Services, a position she has held for the last 11 years.  Prior to that she was a Child Protective Investigator for 9 years.  Julia has also served as a supervisor of a foster care unit for the Department.  Julia is a trained child forensic interviewer and she continues to interview children, often at the request of the various police agencies. HAROLD K. ABLES AWARD





The Harold K. Ables award is presented at the business meeting of the GJSA Annual Conference.  It is award to an outstanding worker in the field of Juvenile Justice.  It is awarded in memory of Harold K. Ables, who contributed to the founding of GJSA and it’s given symbolic of the dedicated service and high ideas held by Mr. Ables.  Harold K. Ables (1931-1968) spent eleven years with the Floyd County Juvenile Court.  He was serving as Chief Probation Officer and Referee at the time of his death on December 16, 1968.  Mr. Ables was educated in the Floyd County Schools, completed a course in the Juvenile Officers Institute at the University of Minnesota, attended the University of Georgia, and at the time of his death he was working on his degree from Shorter College.  His sincere interest and concern for his fellow man was seen through his worker with the youth of his community and church.  He was strong believer in the worthwhile work done through the juvenile courts in our state.  He was very much interested in the formation of an association to bring together those persons working in the broad field of juvenile justice to study and improve services rendered.  In view of his strong support of the formation of GJSA and his dedication to his family, worker and community, the Georgia Juvenile Services Association began in 1970 presenting an annual award in Mr. Ables’ name.  This award is made to that person (not necessarily a GJSA member) in our state who has made a significant contribution in the field of services to youth with whom we work.





MINIMUM REQUIREMENTS:  A minimum of three (3) years experience in current position.  Nominee does not have to be a member of GJSA, but nominator MUST be a current member.  The nominee may be a parent, clerical staff, law enforcement officer, professional line level worker, supervisor, group home parent, volunteer, etc. 





PHILLIP H. GRACE AWARD





Sometimes a youth can make a complete turnaround and become a very productive citizen in the community.  The Phillip H. Grace Award was established to recognize the accomplishments of such a youth.





CRITERIA FOR THE AWARD:   Youth must be an outstanding youth from the state of Georgia.  Youth may or may not be committed, but must have shown the most change over the past year.





CHARARACTERISTICS TO SEARCH FOR:  Personal responsibility – learning to take responsibility for one’s actions and learning from mistakes made.  Showing a sense of maturity and being able to take care of one’s self and make wise decisions.





NOMINATION LETTER SHOULD INCLUDE THE FOLLOWING:   Old behaviors as opposed to new behavior, Placements of the youth, Goals the youth has reached or changes he/she has made, Home situation if applicable.
